NCLT is
obliged to objectively determine facts, decide cases in accordance with the
principles of natural justice and draw conclusions from them in the form of orders.
Such orders can remedy a situation, correct a wrong or impose legal
penalties/costs and may affect the legal rights, duties or privileges of the specific
parties. "The National Company Law Tribunal is a specialist body comprising of
Judicial and Technical Members who by virtue of their specialized knowledge are
adequately equipped to dispense speedy, less expensive and effective Justice, as
per the provisions of the Companies Act, 2013 and the Insolvency and Bankruptcy
Code, 2016 and Rules framed thereunder.
